In November 1947, you may remember that T came to see you

in your office prior to my departure from the U.8? Since
this time, I have lived in Greece, switzerland, Italy, wng-
lsnd, France, Egypt and India. I have wailted until this time
to contact you as I wanted to evaluate comprehensively all
that T have seen and heard and to establish a sufficient
number of important contacts with international personal-
1ties so that I can really be of service to Yyou. :

T am very anxious to have a long conference with you and am
seriously considering flying to the U.S. perhaps in October.
My news must wait until we can mee?b in person. Do you care
to indicate whether you expect to be in washington at this
time? T suggest you reply by Registered Air Mall letter
using a plain envelope, or, if you so desire, T am sure the
bearer of this letter to you, Dr. Janet H,C. Meade whose in-
tegrity is incontestible, will be happy to enclose your mess-
age to me in one of her letters.

In Paris, I covered the U.N., General Assembly and had the
good fortune to get bto know most of the key Delegates, For-
eign Ministers, press representatives, including some char-
acters from "behind the Iron Curtain." Through the good
offices of one of the outstaniing members of the U.N, &
very valuable (from your stand point) social contact was
established for me with a high ranking person whose pur-
poses are stlll an enigma to usi I presume this individ-
ual will again be present at Lake Success when U,N. recon-
venes in September and this may be an opportune time to
"follow through."
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india, where T have lived for eight months, is the country
which should engsge our immediate attentlon. Having conferred
a number of times with the leading Ministers, i{ndustrialists,
publishers, T shall venture to submit some constructive sugg-
ecstions &s to America's role toward alding Indis in her re-
construction and some positive sapproaches toward effecting

the neutralizstion of Communism.

1t is my present intention to return to India and remain here
for some time as I belleve I can be useful toward developing
g closer understanding between the TU.S. and India. From various
officials, I have invitations to visit Afghanistan, paklistan,
Celyon, Burma, Indonesia, Indo-China, Kgrea,,china and the
phillipines. Thése countries I am longing to visit but to
derive any benefit from an {nformational point of view, 1t
would probably take at least another year to complete this
tour. Will you please advise me whether you feel 1t is a
good idea for me to come to the 7.S. in the near future so
that I may bring you up to date with the findings of this
trip so far, or whether 1t is better to continue exploring
the Far mast gnd return at a later date?
