I hsve dlscussed with Admiral Hillienkoetisr the alies-
native orovisions regarding the poslilon of Dirsctor of Canirel
Intelligencs as contemplated in the wnificetion bill.

It is feld that the [irst proposal, whieh rovides aily
for & civilisn Director, would be unforiunate, for ressona seb
forth below. .

The sevond aitermative provides that the flrst dreator
may be aprointed from ths srmed sarvises, but that subsequent
Directors shall be sapcolnted from oclvilian 1ife. 4s in the Tirst
propsosal, this appears to place an unforiunazte restrlcstion upon
the Presidentlsal nowers of appointment, The President should be
allowed to sxerelse his dismerstion in sprointing the besi availabla
Dirsctor, sither frea cdvilisn or =mdlltary life, depsnding xon the
gqualificaiicns of personuel available at the tims of appointmemt.
The neceasity of Senate sonflrmstion of the Dirsoctor would
sliminate the posaibllity of a poor selectiony and the Senate in
its disoretion would —xobably rsject appointess from the anrmed
services if they wmere continually rotated for short tours of dudy.
If ad some time in the future, wme wers ;lunged Inio ancther war,
the most qgmlifisd appointee aight well bs a ressrve officer sho
hed entered on agtive duty from civiliam 1ifs, The propossd ros-
triction wouid prevent his apoointment by the Prspident. Such a
limitation would havs ;reventsd the appointeent of the Direutor of
tha Office of Strateglis Ssrvioes during the pasl wer,

Tha third alternative orovides thsat the Iirst Director oey
ba appointed from civiliam or militsry life, bub makes no Tovialon
for the zpcointment of any subsequent Dirsator, I thls aliernative
is adopted, this defact should be corrected,
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
