DISCUBSIQN

The CGermans wers the leading exponents of psychologloal warfare,
and as such they undoubtedly oonduoted extensive research for the
purpose of oonducting such warfare against the Russians. Any Ger-
man research in this oconnection would undoubtedly contain evelua-
tions of Rugsian weaknesses. Also, sihoe the Germans actually ocon-
duoted psychologioal‘warrare agéinst the Russians, it is reasonable
to expect that in addition to shch regearch, thers might be found in
the above repositories desoriptions br methods actualiy used as well
as suocesges and fallures. Any Russien documents dealing with Ger=-
man operations in this field would be particularly veluable, and
sincé the Germans oooupied a largs porﬁion of Russis and oapturéd
1nnugerable Russien doouments, it is probable that some of thoge ‘

doouments might also be found in the above repositories., A search:
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of all iikely repositorieé for the purpose of extracting, cataloging
and abstracting sll documents relating to politiecal-social-psycho-

logica)l warfare would be of tremendous value in future study and

planning in thia field. Sinoce this subjeot is of mutual concern to
the State, War and‘Navy_Departments, it 1s believeﬁ thet C.I,G. is
ﬁhe Proper agency to arrange for ahd coordinate this project. When
this work has been completed and it is known what is available, a

program of translating and gtudy oan then be drawn yp and approved.

This latter phase should also be coofdineted by C€,I1,G.

CONCLUST ON

Thet all repositories of captured enemy documents showuld be
searched for the purpose of extraéting, cataloging and absgtrecting

all documents relating to politioal?aéoial—psyohological warfare.

RECOMMENDATTONS

(a) That C.I.G. arrange for and coordinate the seéroh of all
repositories of captured enemy documents ror the purpose of extract-
ing, ocataloging end abstracting all documents relating to politicael-
sooial—psychologioal warfare.

(b) That the State, War and Navy Department intelligence agen-
ocles participate, as practicable, in this project.

(¢) That upon completion of subject problem the results be ex-
amined and a program of translafing and study be drawn up and ap-
proved for C,I,G. coordination.

(d) That subjeot problem be submitted to ICAPS for study and
reoﬁmmendation. .

(e) That this problem be placed on the agenda for discussion
at the next meeting of the Intelligence Advisory Beard.
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
