c. A few wesks after {he meeting in &pril, Stephen L.
Murray was clearsd to go to Bungary. Murray told Subject in Budapest
that Subject's services were no lougel required ae an American repre-
sentetive in Hungary would be able lo obtein the required information
on an open and official basis. i

de Murray does not believe that Bubject, either in
Jaiuary or kpril 1946 was sssocisted with Soviet or Hungarian agenta. .
As Subject is from Transylvania and something of a Rungarian patrict,
his readiness to work with the &merican I.S. may have been the result
of genuine personsl inclination. Gradually he began participation in
large-scale black market operations, smuggling sutcmobiles from the
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American Zone of Austria to Hungary. As a result of this activity

he needed Hungarian official tolerance and assistance in such matters
as Jioense tags, etc. He may have begun intelligence activity for
Soviet or Hungarian organisations in the summer of 1946. Sutject's
last. trip into the American Zone was made in tne company of LOKORI, &
partisan engineer, in October 1946.
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.. In December 1946 Subject was arrested by the Hungarian

Political Police in conavction with the conspiracy case. According

to an official Eungarian press release he confessed having been a
merber of the Hungarian Cnity and, at the request of *a foreign secret
service, had undertaken the oiganization of partisan tands if and

when the Bastern and Weatern Powers willi clash." Other persons were
arrestod as a result of his confeasion. Stephen Jurray comments that
SubJect was never given such a mission Ly SSU, vut that on the contrary
it was made plain to him lhal in American opinlon only insans and
criminel clemsnts could conceive of war Lewwesn the Allies.
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
