on August 14, 1957, i=1, with whom insufficient
contact has been had to determine his reliability, advised -
that he had personal knowledge that from about April, 1940
to about June, 1941, Jonas Dainauskas collaborated with the
Soviet forces that occupled Lithuania duxing that period
and furnished records of the Lithuanian Security Police to the
Soviet Rational Commissariat of Internal Affairs (NKVD) at the
same tinme, T-1 stated that one Kazys Matulis was Chief of
Security Police in the Kaunas district of Lithuania and that
Jonas Dainauskas was assistant to Matulis until early 1940.
T-1 sald that he believed Matulis currently resides in
Canada (exact location unknown) and that Matulis should be able
to verify that bDainzusias turned over the HKaunas district
Security Police records to the IKVD in 1940,

T-1 was recontacted on January 24, 1958 and February
19, 1953, in an affort to ascertain the current residende
address of Kazgys Matulis, On both occasion, T-1 stated he had
been unable to ascertaln {atulis' current addrens.

On February 19, 1958, Jonas Dutrys, Lithuanian
Consul General, 41 West 82nd Street, Nw York City, New York,
advised that he is personally acquainted with Kazys Matulis
and believes Matulls now resides in Australia, exact address
\momc )

Sudrys further informed that he (Befyys) was Mrector
of Security in Lithuania in 1927, He stated that in this
capacity as dircctor, he hired Jonas Dainauskas, who was then a
university student, as a "technician" on the Lithuanian
Security Police Force and Dainauskas was assipned the task
of studying various organizations under investigation.

He sald that Dainauskas would analyze the functions of the
leaders in a given organization and then draw up an organizational

chart which would be used by the Security P e "ald
in their investigations. budrys stated 1:.h41s ’,‘Q%-%tme .
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he rezarded Dainauskas ar an inteliigent, satisfactory
employece, According to Budrys, Dalnauskas, while so employed
in 1927, never expreseed or Indicated any pro-Communist
sywpathies,

Sudryes left Litauania in 1923 to take a Consulate
post in Geimany and subgequently left Germany to become
Lithuanian Consul in MNew York Citiy, Sudrys has ad no
personnl contact with the subjeci since 1923, ’

tudrys informed, howcver, that in 1u50,while
serving in hie present capacity as Lithuanian Consul Ceneral
in N.w Yor¥ City, he recelved a letter from Dainaucias®
wife, iho was then residing in Oaaha, Nebraaka, In the letter
Mrs. Dalnausikas indicated that ahe had not seen her nusband,
Jonas Dainauskas,since prior to 1944, but had rccently recelved a
letter from her husband, She santed Dudrys' advice as to whether
or not she would jecpardize her hushand's nafety 1f she wrote
to him in 2oland., udrys zald ne believed that ihrs,.
Dainauskas did write to her husvand andhas since maintained
contact with her husband via mail,

mudrys stated Lhat he heard nothin, further concerning
Jonas Dainauskas until rccent months when he recelved ward
from Dr. S, Dackis, Lithuanian {inister in Paric, France, that
Jonas Dalinauskas had contacted Or, Backis in Paris, According to

‘Budrys, Jonag Dainauskas told Dr, Dackis that in the fall

of 191613, he was surrounded by the soviet army in Pexnan, Poland;
that on Pebruary 14, 1945, nc was placed in a soviet
concentration ¢ in Poland for deportation to Russia; and that
on December 2, 1943, he escaped from the concentration camp
where he had been confined and tiien obtained work in the
agricultural department Uy fabricating a story that lie was a
Viemnecse Pole and that his name wap Jan Dalnowski.

Sudrys ntated tihat uc did not know the cdetails as
to hou Jonae Datnauskas happenie to be in Paznan, foland 1in
1944, vut vaguely recalied that e had heard Dainauskas was
arfiliated with the aviation auxiliary of the German Armed
Forcee.

Also, Dudiys s.ated he was unable to furnish any
detallr as to the circumstancep or manner in which Dainauskas .
emigrated from Poland to Parig,
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However, Ludsys ctated that Dr., Jacikde, the
Iithuanian Minister in Paric, "rance, had conducted an
investization concerning Jonas Dainauskas and that in the
course of this investigation, Deirausias'former supervisor,
Mykolas Zilingkas of k¥est DJerlin, Germany, had vesn contacted.
Budryve sald that to the best of s knowledge, the lnvestigation
gonctucted by Dr, Backis develuped no derogatory information
concerning Jonas Datinausicas,

Dudrys further informed that the only other
informtion he had regeived concerning Jonaec Dalnausias was
contained in & letter he had rccelved in recent months
from Jonas Talalas, 7137 South dshland Avenue, Cidtcago 3¢,
INlinois, According to 3udrys, Talalas stated in the letter
that he had heard that Jonac Dalnauskas was seeldng entry
to the United States and that lnformation had come to s
(Talalas®) attention which would indicate that Jonas
Dainausikas is aympathetic to Corrmamism,

Dudryes related that imnlalas formerly wa: a Mstrict
Attomey in Lithuania. §¢ said, however, that it ie his
impression that Talalas Anclined to suspect wost iLithuanian
refugecs of being . Communiat or bLeing sympathetic to
Commmisnm. For this reason, udrys said, any statement made
by Talalas would have to be discounted somevhat, unless
substantiated by fact or othsr sources.

Judrys advised that g, Jonas Dainauskas now
resides in Chicago and that additional background information
on Jonas Dalnausieas may be availlsable throu;;,h the Litlmwanian
Consul in Chicago, who nas nio »ffices at G147 Sout: :
