He speais Albanian,
Serbo-Croat, French, Turkish, some Arabic and Persian, German almost
perfectly, and English fluently.

3. DEVA became a :ember of the Second League of Prisren.
The League was formed in Septezber 1943 after the Italian collapse,
The League's intentions were to unite Kosovars for the defense of
Kosovo against all Slavs, especially the Jerbs. The group was also
opposed to Partisans because of their connsction with Serbs and pre-
pared to attack Germans provided the Anglo-Anericans oould guarantes
some means of protection for Kosovo against the Serbs.

4 DEVA immediately became a member of the National
Committee set up by the Germans when they cccupied Albania. When a
governmert was established under Rexhep MITROVICA in November 1943 at
Tirana, Subject was appointed Minister of Interior in the Cabinet.

He resigned in Jamuary 1944 By July 1944, the MITROVICA government
had been replaced by the Cabinet of Fiqri DINE who acted as his own
Minister of the Interior. German interest, however, demanded
return of DEVA to this post, and he was accepted but under strong

opposition,

S, DING resicned 7 Septerber 1944 and was succeeded by
Ibrahim BICAKU whose government dlssolved during the period of the
gradual withdrawal of German troops from Albania, From that point
on the FNC (left wing) organizations assumed complete contrel,
Meanwhile, Subject claims that he joined armed elements of ‘the
Komovo in resistin; forces occupying the region under Russian orders.
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Vhen large scale resistance bscame impossible, Subject withdrew
to Austria where he collaborated with Austrian friends working for
the Gorman Abwehr. At that time, according to statenents by the
Subject, the Abwehr contemplated dropping him with a W/T operator

6. A report states that DEVA left Albania in November
1944 and went to Vienna and then probebly escaped to Turkey where
he had been educated, Another report states that from Source's
knowledge and reports received ca 25 October 1947, DEVA was then
Uving in Turkey, Subjeot arr:ved in Damascus in January 1948 and
between 5 and 18 April 1948, Subject was in Cairo, Egypt, at the
invitation of King 206, There he and King Z0G discussed the
problem of incorporeting Kosowvo into Albania.
in Alexandria, Egypt, on 12 August 1948, Subjeot attended as &
repressntative of the Xovoso Oroup for the formation of another
Albanian anti-Communist organigation which would free Albania from
