‘During the fourth week in December 1944 Von Schubert, Gormen
Embassy Councillor in Zegreb, is said to have stated that ho bhad
completed his mission with the Poglavnik.* The latter had figreed,
readily, to. all measures to guarantee the sufe pessage of the
Pop: Djuic and his Chetniks. On 22 December Von Schubert hed been
informed of the directive iassued by tho Poglavnik whereby ell units
‘of the Croatian Army and of the Ustashi had been ordered 1G guarantee
safe passege tp Pop. Djuic with 6,000 Chetniks, in accordance with
the agreement between the German end Croatian Governments, and warned
. that whoever digobeyed these orders would be court-martisled. Flaens
(' had also been made for a Croatian detachment to sccompany Pop Djuic
' to vouch for his safety. Also, all detells as recgarded the route ths
Chetniks intended to teke Slovenia, wore being discusseld bbtween the 1n
Germene end Croatien militery authorities. * '
