The project elaborated by both leaders resulted, in Italy as well as
other Western countries in dissatisfaction among the Jugoslav
emigres and, in fact, AVDJETIO has already received brims threatening
letters all anon/mous in which be is asked not to go ahead with his
political plan which would disunite the Jugoslav refugee collectivity
in general and the Serb in particular and which, in the long run, would
be to the TITO's advantage abroad.
