I
assume snd hope that 7vou sre noing to the convention in
Hew York because I am rore 2nd more convinced that the
League is being used 2s a cover which should not be allowed.
“hen you were here several nersons from Fittsburgh

other henl , we have seen how hard Koburov tried, ard will
try again in New York, to get on the board of the League.
But we falled to notice something which was taking place
under our noses and which may be more important than elther
the Pittsburpgh family or Koburov. I can write to you freely
trusting that my name will not be revealed and that whatever
is necessary will be done without noise.

I was very much surprised to discover that the vice-
president of the League for Canada, Ilia Bezov of ¥indsor,
who is respected by everyone, is in fact a rirst class
Comrmunist economic agent here., Bezov is a member of the
lacedonian Organization and was until recently a member of
the committee of our newspaper. In other words, he has . i
assured himself the reputation of a good citizen end an .o
honorable man, In fact, however, the situation is quite different.)

Il1ia Bezov's brother In Eulgaria 1is a well known Cormunist
economist, The Bulgarlan Communists have no dirsct relations ...

You know that foreign trade in Bulgaria is a government
monopoly, Private persons cannot export goods or trade with
forelgn countries. The govermnment trades through its agents.
11ia Bem v receives goods from his "brother", carloeds of
white cheese, kashkaval, papprika, etc. which he sells. The
dollers are sent to Bulgaria through various channels or
American goods are purchased and sent to zurope from where
they find their way into Bulgaria. If I should write to .
my younger brother who spent five years in a labor camp and o
i3 now a village physician, he would be sent back to camp S
even though I write only about the weather amd his health, s
Bezov however, holds important posts in both the League and
the Hacedonian Organization. He goes to New York to receive .
the goods and is supposedly engaged in innocent trade, but
in fact he is an agent of the Cormmunist government. Bezov
probably gives money to the Communists here for their
organization and newspaper. For instance, in a recemt number
of "Novo Vreme" there was a large advertisement about the
Bulgarian goods he hendles, He is vice-president of the
League and yet he advertises in the Communist peper.
