I received your last letter. Thank you very much. *

The League situation is becoming interesting since our

Board in Pittsburgh has come to an understanding with G.M. This

became apparent in New York. With the exception of Iliev ani

Clarke,I do not know who has been elected. I think, however, that

Bezov has been reelected because three months ago he mat G.M. in

Washington and must have made some agreement with him. Be was

reelected probably as a G.M. appointee. I hope the picture is

clear to you.. If we meet, there will be more to be said on this

subject.

I am very grateful to you for your willingness to help

me carry out my proposed trip to America to do a job which is

of general interest. The truth of the matter is that lack of

funds made it impossible for me to come. In order to be able

to do satisfactory work and to justify my coming to America, I

shall need at least one month in order to visit New York,

Washington, Detroit, Chicago, Pittsburgh, Cleveland and other

cities. If I include San Francisco and Los Angeles, then I shall

need two months but the expense will be double. I am ready to

carry out the full program provided it is possible to do so.

According to my estimate, I shall need at least $1000. which I

do not have. During the winter I can arrange to be away one or

two months without hurting my personal interests too much.

If the NCFE helps me, I shall try to do something for them in

return. A visit to the National Committee in New York is part
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of my program. I shall be very grateful to you, if you can

secure help for my proposed trip. Should that happen, we will

meet in January.

For a long time I have been considering writing to you

caul diet4 AL on another important subject. On principle, it would be possible

kale4 a/A to organize a partisan group of about 200 men, from whom I have

liatA Keit, latitalready heard, to enter Bulgaria next spring and to carry on

partisan activities. I would like you to come to Washington

with me to talk to persons who are interested in this project.

If anything at all can be arranged for me to come to America,

then we shall have to see what can be done and how. Of course,

this is confidential, unless you think that some responsible

government official Should be told about it. I have a plan of

action and the men have all given their approval. More on this

subject personally.

I believe I shall be able to send you shortly interesting

Information about affairs in Bulgaria from a person who last

year entered Bulgaria from Greece, as a partisan, with a group

of our people. He has been here two or three weeks. If you write

me what interests you most, I shall question the above person.

P.S. Since you are going to approach the NCFE in any case, I

would like you to know something about my paper here, The Bulgarian

People's Voice. Because of opposition on the part of Communists,

Gemetovtsi and the Macedonian Tribune, the paper cannot survive

because it has very few subscribers. I am obliged to publish
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and distribute it free of charge. I believe that the existence

of a Bulgarian Nationalist and Anti-Communist paper is very

badly needed since at present there are two Communist papers,

one Socialist and one Macedonian. In order to continue, however,

the paper needs a smIll subsidy. If it is to appear twice a month,

five hundred dollars would be needed. Three hundred dollars

would be sufficient for one issue, per month. Would the NCFE be

willing to subsidize the paper ? of course, this should not

be made public knowledge. In such a case, I would be willing to

follow the instructions of the NCFE. If you do not mind, please

Inquire about this.
