2. Dr. Ivan Dimitrov DOCHEV (DOCHEFF), born 7 Jamuary 1906 in Shumen,
Because of his position, it ie necessary for DOCHEY to make frequemt trips
to the United States on behalf of his arganization; an opportunity be uses
also to arrange meetings vith a KUBARK representative to discuss refugee
matters of mutusl interest. OR YOUR INFORNATION ONLY: For this service to
KIIBARK, DOCHEV was pat under an oral cootract, psid & mouthly salary «ad
assigned the specific duty of spotting potentisl agemts {outside Canada) for

stand-by KOOOWN-type operations. This cautract vent into effect 1 April
1957 and vas terminated 31 March 1959 becsuse DOCHEV had outlived his use-~
fulness t)aa sn effective agent spotter, handler and the undisputed leader of
the BXP.

3. At the last meeting with the KIBARK representative in New York,
DOCHEV indicated that he intends to engage in clandestine inteRigence collection
behind tlke Iron Curtain and in Western Burope (as ke had before his immigraticn
to Canada), with Canadn as his base of operations. Subject specifically
intends to establish comtact with ome Anatole TSANOV of Viemns, Austria.
KUBARK bas no inmterest in tbis matter beyond alerting Mmnich and Viemna of
DOCHEBV's intentioms.

4. As u feehle attempt to restore his lost prestige, DOCHEV undoubtedly
will throw caution and security to tke wind in re-establishing dormant and
dubious comtacts for his "personal intelligence service.” We,therefore, feel
that the Cancdian authorities should be mede aware of DOCEEV's porposed activities
in Cunpds; and in the imterest of Canadian security, this activity sbould be
controllrd by the Royal Canndian Mounted Police (RCMP). Ome indication that
the RCMP may already bde in touch with DOCHEV is that, according to an independent
source, an agent whom he had operationally recommended to KOBARK vas approached
by the RCMP to underteke an operational mission for them. This information
vas made available to a political enemy of DOCHRV's, 80 it can also be
interpreted as e provocation attempt on the part of DOCHEV.

Mamufacturing Campany, Chesley, (nea.rio, Capada. He is married to Bisseria--
Maria (nee SELVELIEVA) DOCHEV.

"All these questions are extremely interesting to me and I em of
mmm:mmewxﬁmm particularly since
he is approaching me, spd since the results zay de very interesting.

Even though we are no langer vorking together I have not apd will not cease
uy activity, Tius establiching & camection with TBAEOV may be of value
towﬁhtnwork.

"I ask you to infoon me by the sixth of April whether ar not you

or aot you are interested in this problem. I sm willing, regardless of'
the fact we are nct vorking together, to help you out if this gubject is
of interest, witbout obligation o your part. If I dam't bear from you
by 6 April I will sssume you are not interested and vill act 8s I see
f£it vith regard to the activity which I intend to coatimie.”

T. The folloving is biographic inforwetiom on Anatoli TRABOV:

194% to study medicine bub nsver campleted his studles. According to
several sources, cousidered reliahle, Subject worked for the Germsns
in an intelligemce capacity in Austria during World War IT. There is
a specific reference to Subject's having dDeen trained by the Germans for
parechute mission into Bulgaria in 19b4. Most reparts an Subject reflect
the fact that he fled Vienna in 1945 for Imnslouck, Austria vhere be
vas arrested the French for collsborating with the Gexmyms. BHe was
released in and vent to work tar the French Imtelligemce Service
under whoge anspices be is ssid to bave joined the Augtrisn Commmist
Party. Ee epgaged in smuggling and blackmerket activities and sporadically
studisd medicine umtil 1950 uben he dropped m¢dicine completely. A
ugually relishls source ststed that Subject was arrested by the Augtrians
for smggling in Septesder 1953 and as of Jarwary 1955 was still in Jail.
Be has had zeveral Jobs aud vas reported in 1¥50 to bhave warked for an
Italian lusber firm in Viemne apd after thet with a chemical compsny as &
salesmen snd gecerel representative. At some unknown date after World
War IX, Subject married Evelyne FRIEDL, an Austrian, vho had kept a
home for Sudject at lease for the ous five years at Viemns II,
Eruncbeengasse 1/18 (Soviet Bectar). They have two children.

2. Subject vas reportedly dropped by the French Intelligence
Service in 1949. Since that time it hes defimitely been established

that Subject has worked for the Bulgarian Inteliigence Service.
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There are unconfirmed indicatione that be has worked for Soviet Intelligence.
Several sources state that Bubject is a double-crossing oppartunist who
will do anything to make a dollar, while other sources say that he
'uhssiuu:mtiocmmistamtmt his long-range goal is the liberatiom

mewe

the Bulgar.sn Security Service vhen the operation failed. Subject was
involved in the same operation and is probably aware of his father's fate.
It is possible that Sudbject may have been coerced into working for the
amanists becsuss of their control over his futber.

3. DOCHEV has recently supplied the following information as a
rejoinder to the derogatary infurmation given above:

a. Budbject has been an anti-cammmist since prior to
Harld War IT, belomged to the same Bulgmrien anti-comsondst
organisstion as DOCHEV, and after the war balped furtber the
effarts of this organization in Viemna.

b. Bubject wvorked for the French Imtalligence Service,
Joined the Austrimn Cosmmist Perty, and worked for the Bulgarian
Intelligence Service in Viemnan, dut &uring all this time his
true lgyalies were with DOCEEY's Bulgarian suti-comsnist
mmummummuimmmmxm
geined from them to DOCHEY.

c. Subject was sware that a Bulgarian exile ocrganization
had collaboreated in Bulgaris with the commnist regise in the
early postvar period. Sudsegently this organissticn Broke with
ths commnists. In order to discredit Sudbject, mesbers of this
Bulgarisn exile arganisstion exposed his activities in Viemna
and syread the information that he wvas actually a commmist.
According to DOCHEY, Subject has exposed himself to discredit
by his sttempts to gain informsation an the comsmists; whereas
in fact, be is a loysl ant!-camsmist vho bas sacrificed his
name tO belp the anti-crmmsmaist couse.

d. BSabject like to live well, hag a veakness for women,
and hag no doudt taken woney from the comsmists. DOCHRY has
not seen Sudject fur three years ssd it may de that he has by
nov became less militant in his enti-comsmist activities. However,
DOCHEV would be surprised if Subject had become completely venal
and indifferent to the anti-commmist cause.

8. 1In discusaing DOCHEV and his activities vith the Canadisns please
pake no reference to the fact or even allude to it that DOCHEY and TRANOV
vere onee in KUBARK service. AL your discretion, pess as much of the above
informetion to the Canadisns fur tbeir future use in comtralling DOCHEV

and bis estivities.
