A campaign on behalf of the UP, headed by
Jorge Inzunza, a PCCh deputy and journalist, has used intimida-
tion against newspapers in Santingo, Ligeia Galladares, another
PCCh journalist, has been carrying out a similaxr task in the pro-
vinces. Owners of large, non-lcitist newspapers, Augustin Edwards,
owner of E1 Mercurio, and German Pico Canas, of La Tercera, huve
been threatened with assassination, The Southern Press Chain
(SOPESUR] is seliing its newspaper plants in six major cities, in-
cluding Santiago.

In the week following the 4 September clection there was » vim
oun Chilcan banks. Crcdit became tight as more and morc business-
men demanded cash payments, The financial situation threatened to
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get completely out of hand. The Centrz]l Bank responded by increas-
ing the money supply and the printing presses were put on a {:rece-
_shift basis. Financial panic was averted. On the other hand, the
U.S. Embassy has been unable to process all the visa requests sub-
mitted by Chileans who want to leave the country and certain Chilcans
in Argentina have even approached Argentine authorities with a re-
quest to help cstablish a refugee center in Mendoza, across the
border from Chile. ' -
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Active in still another direction, the Left has tried to obtain
support within the armed forces or at least to divide them. Rcpre-
scentetives of Allende bad met with General Roberio Viaw:, lezder of
the "Tacnazo' rebellion of October 1969, Although retired, General
Viaux has extensive support among non-coms and younger officers.
After meeting with the UP, however, General Viaux declared publicly
that he bad never been a Marxist and would do nothing to divide the
armed forces.
