Genaral Ho‘sp:l.i;alE Sha%@i. Claims she is dIvorced [rom Melslnger, has had
no contact w¥ since her arrival in Shanghai from Tckyo on 21 or 23
January 1945, and offered to furnish any infcrmation we desire on Melsinger,
his assoclates, and other Germans whom she kilows were engaged in intelli-
gence work. The subject worked for the Police as $ypist and secretary
from 1931 to 1941. 8She worked gt the head office of the Police, Berlin
from 1933 untll February 1941, being at one time secretary Lo Hlmaler's
adjutant. Ske married xeisingor ‘in February 1941, claiming that this.
marrigge was. so she could leave Germany. She arrived Tokyo April 1941,
and accompanled her huaband.to Shanghal on .several trips,. Iﬂ@mtion
from other spurdes-indicated subject may have been sent to:Shamghai from
Tokyo in January 1945 to ‘coﬁtlnue ‘her husband's werk in. the event of the
capitulauon of Gemany. .

DETAIL:

1. On 21 September 1945 FBRO34 and BHO27 interviewed CATHERINE
QUEDZUWEIT-PACKHEISER, ex-wifeg of CCLONEZL JCSEFH #ZISIiNGER, head of Gestapo
for the Far East, at tne General Hospital, Shanszhai, where she 1s employed
88 a nurse. Subject indlocated willingness‘to furnish information we ‘desire
ag to the activlties of her husband, other German intelligence as well as
background data relative to herself. She prclfessed hate for both Meisinger
and the Nazil Party and stated that she would do anything to help: the
British and American authorities. During the interview she indicated her

intense dislike of the Russians. ~
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2. gubject claimed that she is divorced from MAISING:R, tnxv€ZjZF

had no contact with him since she arrived in Shanghai frcm Tokyo on 21 orF
23 January 1945 and that she last saw 1im wheno she departed fronm Japan in
December 1944, 3Subject woried in the Executive Office, Vienna Police from
1931 - 1933, From 1933 until Februsry 1941 she worked in the Hesad Office of
the German Pclice in B=rlin. She met Meisinger in 1936 or 1937 the testapo
Headquarters and married hiz in February 1941. 8he clalmed that this
marriaze was so that she could set cut of Germany. She left Jermany in
March 1941 with Meisinzer and arrived in Pokyo in April 1941. She accom-
panied #elsluger LC Shaagiial in May and Japtember 1941 aad agein 1o 1643,
3. Informatisn winich 1s desired that subject furnish cn herself,
activitieas of Melsinzer, cther Germen a-onts and. farman Intellicence Ser-
viceas generally was outlined to sudbject and she was asked to prepare re-
ports wiich coataiued such Lnformation.

4, Ccn 24 sSeptziver 1945 gubject furnished to FBC34 a statemeut which
set forth a general outline of her packgrcund aad scme infcramatlon on Ger-
man esvionace a-ents.

5. A repcrt froa “sd" 4, eveluated D3, 1s as follows:

"Mrs. deleiuger arrived in Shanghal on January 22, 1945.
she stopped at the Palace Hotel in Room 225. She re-ristered
her profession as ‘hurse', succeeding in obtaining emvloyment
at the Axis-dominated General FHospital.

"In the rast, Nrs. Helsinger wae Himpler's secretary. _,
It was in that e:ploy that she met Meisinger, cne of Himmler's
lieutenants, and married Lim. : s i

"After the capitulation of Germany, Mrs. MeYsinfer stated
that she had divorced her husband three years.ago, but re-
ceived her fingl divcrce papers from Germany only recently and
changed her name to her msiden cne: CA ‘FIRINE QUBDZ *GIT-
PACERNSIS:R, 3he was working in the General Hospiltal even
after the surrender <f Japan.

"It is uelieved taat hrs. Helslnger acted 1n Shan hal cn
authority of her nusband, GFestarc chief 1n the Orient, and
wieldad great influeiice in tne affairs cf the German communlty,
being connected with the Gestapo herself.

She used to spread the story that ahe
was separated from her husband and tcld local Germans how
dreadful her huspand was, Wiilh tils metnod she is supposed
tc have extracted g:lte & 1ot of valuable infcermaticn which
ghe relayed tc h:r husiband cn air regular returns to Tokyo."

Subject has expressed her desire to cooperate ocmpletely ’
in obtaining information on German Intelligence sctivities.
However, the possibility cannot be overlooked that she still
may be working as an agent for the Gerwans. "It 1s belleved
that the information she has furnished thus far is reliable.
