Yuyuen Road, Shanghai.l They have no frecdam of movement and are not free
to talk. They must attend meetings daily to study Communist doctrina, Camp
officers are appointeea of the East China Bureau and the East China Military
Ares, and four English-speaking Soviets. Guards are from a training regiment
of the Shanghai Lunicipal Public Safety Office. Three of the camp officers
are named Yi-ch'i-lo-fu-szu~chi ( K ¥ 3% % !q £ ), Tao~lieh-yeh-fu (H_7%|
* #.), and Fan-ehr—chi (1, & £ ).
