CEDRAS ALSO LAID WREATHS AT THE STATUES OF NATIONAL HEROES IN AN
APPARENT ATTEMPT TO RAISE THE SPECTER OF THE UN TROOPS AS AN

INVADING FORCE.

PROBABLY WILL CONTINUE TO INCITE UNREST. PRESS REPORTS SAY CHAMBER

ASKED THE UN TO POSTPONE THE MILITARY AND POLICE DEPLOYMENT. CEDRAS
APPEARS READY TO RENEGE ON THE ACCORD AND ALMOST CERTAINLY WILL NOT

RESIGN ON FRIDAY AS PLANNED. -
