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POLAND: Violent Incident

A clash yesterday tezween police and demonstrating farmers
in the provincial capital, 3ydgoszez, has raised new tensions in
Poland.

According to press reports, 200 police roughly
evicted 25 farmers and local union members from a gov- .
ernment building after they refused to leave a meeting 3
with local officials. Several union members were taken
to hospitals, and the local Solidarity leader reportedly
was hospitalized with head injuries. This is the first
incident involving apparently serious personal inijuries
since the founding of Solidarity last August. -
