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KOREAN COMFRONTATION CONTINUES UNRESOLVED

The talks between North Ko-
rean anc US representatives at Pan-
munjom appear to have made no prog-
ress toward resolving the confron-
tation over the Pueblo incident.

Pyongyang is clearly intent
on prolonging tensions by dragging
Out negotiations. North Korean
bropaganda has concentrated on pub-
licizing "confessions" by the
Pueblo's crew. a lengthening
parade of officers and Crewmen al-

legedly have expressed guilt andg
"apologized" for the ship's in-
trusion into North Korean waters.

The South Korean
initial dissatisfaction over US
handling of the Pueblo incident
soon broadened
into widesprea
lic resentment.
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
