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1. PAKISTAN: SITUATION REPORT

CRASH KILLS PAKISTANI PRESIDENT, US AMBASSADOR

PRESIDENT ZIA-UL-HAQ AND US AMBASSADOR ARNOLD RAPHEIL WERE
KILLED YESTERDAY WHEN THE PAKISTANT C-130 TRANSPORT THEY WERE ON
EXPLODED IN THE AIR SHORTLY AFTER TAKEOFF FROM BAHAWALPUR, ABOUT 530
KILOMETERS (330 MILES) SOUTHWEST OF ISLAMABAD. A FOREIGN MINISTRY
SPOKESMAN SAID 30 PEOPLE WERE KILLED IN THE CRASH, INCLUDING TWO OF
PAKISTAN'S TOP MILITARY LEADERS--AKHTAR ABDUL REHMAN KHAN, CHAIRMAN
OF THE JOINT CHIEFS OF STAFF COMMITTEE, AND LT. GEN. MOHAMMAD
AFZAAL, CHIEF OF GENERAL STAFF. PRESIDENT ZIA WAS RETURNING FROM
OBSERVING A DEMONSTRATION OF US M1A1l TANKS. PRESS REPORTS ATTRIBUTE
THE CRASH TO SABOTAGE, AND THE PAKISTANI GOVERNMENT HAS LAUNCHED A
