1952 negotiations took place in the office of Ministerialrat GUMFEL

2. GEHILEN has been using the cover name of Dr. SCHNEIDER during
his business transactions in the Chancellery and has been familiar as
such for quite same time whereas his true identity was not discovered
until very recently.
