of camouflage netting. There are seven planes com-
pletely assembled or nearly so, four partially assem-
bled, and two uncrated fuselages, along with 20 fuse-
lage crates. We have no new coverage of Holguin air-
field.

2. At least four of the 11 ships which have re-
moved missiles and associated equipment from Cuba now
are scheduled to unload at Odessa in the Black Sea.
Latest position reports make it appear that most of
the others are on a similar heading. The passenger
ship NIKOLAEVSK, probably carrying missile personnel,
is heading for Kaliningrad in the Baltic.

3. There is no significant change in bloc mili-
tary status.,

4. There is still no progress report on Mikoyan's
talks with Castro, nor any indication of when Mikoyan
- plans to leave. The Soviets appear to be giving in-
creasing support to Castro's '"five demands,'" and a Mos-
cow broadcast has referred to Mr. Gilpatric's state-
ments or the IL-28's as a '"flimsy argument'" for with-
holding a US quaarantee and continuing the blockade.
