2. EVENING OF SAME DAY IDEN A SOUGHT OUT MAGOFFIN AND ASKED

INVOLVED IN THE PLAN, 1DEN A STATED\No; BUT THAT SHE WAS A YEAR

AFTER INVESTIGATING AND LEARNING THAT GROUP TO BE ASSISTED HAD
NO ASSETS OF ANY KIND, HE BELIEVES PRESENT MOVEMENT 1S OF SAME
NATURE.
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
