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Guatemalan Involvement in Plotting Against

1. There follows the contents of a memorandum prepared by ir,
John C. HILL, Second Secretary of Embassy, concerning the
above subject and dated 21 April 1954,

, "A source of Liberal association insisted to me again
today that there would soon be another plot against General
SOMOZA in Nicaragua and that there would also be a plot against
both President GALVEZ and General CARIAS in Honduras, This
gsource claimed that the Guatemalan Government was heavily in-
volved in the recent plotting against President SOMOZA, He
mentioned that Dr., IBARRA Mayorga, one of the mr incipal plotters,
had been in Guatemala from Desember 10 to 20, 1953, had seen
President ARBENZ and other Commumist and political f igures,
IBARRA Mayorga, incldentally, had also been in Guatemala in
July 1949 a week before Colonel Francisco Xavier ARANA, the
Chlef of the Armed Forces who was a stumbling block in ARBENZ!
drive toward the Presidency, was gssessinated,

"The source further stated that Adolfo BANZ Bone, another

of the conspirators, had been a classmate of President ARBENZ at
the Escuela Politecnica, the local West Point, BAEZ Bone had been
given a large sum of money (#300,000 had previously been menticned
by the source) to finance the coup againat SOMOZA and some of the
arms are still in Merida, Mexico, Augustine ALFARO, another of
the conspirators, had also reecently been in Guatemala,"
