I stated that I wgs
quite sure that Somoza, on any anti-Communist matters would
be on the right side. To which Amb. Brea replied that he
felt the same but the Generalissimo was trying to get positive
proof of Somoza's position.

I asked Brea how Osorio stood and Brea replied he felt sure
Osorto was all right on Guat, matters. I asked if he was
100% sure to which he replied that he would check up again.

To which I replied that
such a thing would not be discreet but I would be glad to
hear from Armas at any time through Brea if §rmas had
important information. :
