They also said many merchants and others in Honduras had contributed funds
and facilities.

2. SANTOS Miralda and CARDONA Flores stated that although the strikes in La
Lima had been largely promoted by Manuel VALENCIA, the original planning
for a considerable period of time was doné by unidentified foreigners, in.
cluding a Guatemalan who is now acting as a speech writer and consultant
to the strike-leaders.
