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T keep a group of people golng back and forth to the Departments
in arder to see to it that propeganda is well distributed and that they
don't lack for anything. o

The rumor campalpgn continues and Las already had some resulte, as I have
notified the one witl: wihom I correspond.

In 8slama we have done that which we ceuld do to maintain the morale
of the bors, btut that which we could do was very 14ttle and always in an
indirect way in order to mrevent the spies who are with the priscnere from
finding out anythings, Their situation is very difficult.

vith regerd to your requests - that I should submit a budget and
jdeas fur te future tasks we must develop —- I have not wanted to do any=-
thing for we are in & difitéult and insceure situation and I do not dare to
offer & plan w:ichk cannot ke carried out satisfactorily later., T think the
best thing is to contimue our work with ell the foroe we can znd to adapt
these taske to the circuvstances of each day. You can be sure that wo shall
not lose one opportunity nor one moment in drawing ocut the grestest sdvantage
from each event.

I have already taken steps to arrarge to recruit for propagends those
persons on the Western Side ( in the two places) ahout whom you asked re.

with regard to the budget, I shall v te drew up the most appropriate
one as soon as possible and I shall send it through the usual channel, In
this respect, it is a shaze to s&y it of our fellow-oitisens but it is
difficult to get them to do anything withmt supplying them with the msans;
as 1 have been telling you, there has already entered Guatemala the disesse
(of relying on) thet which will come from abroads averything 18- now reedy
and no one wishes to expose himself now to do things which seer pale in come
parison with that which they expect,

In comnection with the same rroblem is our friend's request for &
receipt in order to show that I receive all that is necessary, In this
rmarnep I have to inform him thet everything arrives ok. The complaints,
which may have given way to doubt, may bde motl vated by the fact that the
person who formsrly settied the accounts paszged his 1ist of obligations to0
me very quickly and some persons =ay possibly not have been contected. On
the other hand, I have tried to give money piecemssl, and only in ascord
x’th a 1ist of nses, to those persons whom I observed did not comply
(with their tasks) or who made poor use of money, & thing which snnoys more
than one person. Furthermore, and a&s a principle, I never tell them that I ocan
glve them what they ask me for on the first request, for if some spy penetrates
us it would be dangerous not to be able to show uhere the money comes {rom.
Furthermore, to give money freely attracts unscrupulous people and harms
those who are working without personal interest. A third point is that it
could give doubts, as above. In e letter to our old, now withérawn friend,

T indicated thet four remittances had been sent to me for the exponses of




the propaganda work ( this was in the days of the change-over). I did
not receive this sum and therefore communicated this to our friend vho
askad me more than once. I told him furthermore that I would praefer not
to receive any sum without some predetermined purpese in order not to
have such problems in the futurej I told him also that that whichk was
necessary was that the money be given to me so that everything would ree-
main in one place, centraliged. I do not know of any nore than those
four incidents and there mey be another side to the matter,

I wish to ask you to do me the Tavor of greeting my friends on the
other side for I do not write to anyone, I beg your pardon for the too
"elegant form of these lines and the dry st:le and the poor organizetion
of this letter. You rmay be sure, as I have told you before, that &ll that
can be done here will be dome == ‘“cost what it may cost”, as T have told
our beloved friends,
