‘work and a fluid situation, Statior L has been subjest to not only a

heavy workload but -frequent changes of emphagis end procedure. During all
this, the Station has parformed without e word of complaint or a sign of
tension, Whlle such stendards of professional conduct ere expscted in theory,
they are sufficiently rare in practice to deserve high praise.

3. It is also realised that the volume of LIRC(LN suppart and service re-
quests made on Statior L d has probably denied the Station personnel scme
of the satisfections that come only from operations that a Station originstes.
LINCOLN regrets this circumstance, but wishes to assure all Station personnel
that their loyal support and service to PBSUCCESS reflect as much and more
oredit on them than operations of Station origin over an equivalent period.
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
