MEMORANDUM FOR: DEPUTY DIRECTOR (PLANS)

SUBJECT: Operational Finances.

1. [:r .:] was sent to Rufus on 10 October 1952 for use in holding,
or in initiating a liguidating action to be accorplished during a 30-day
period. Instructions to hold have been given, and each week's delay in
arriving at a decision to liguidate will require the expenditure of an
additional $3,000.

o, If the decision to proceed is reached, the following additional

f£inancial requirements must be met from some source:

a. Amount to be determined Movement of materiel to users
b. $20,000 D-30 PW campaign
Payment & expenses of men
Smuggling of arms to target

c. $k45,000 D-25 Payment & expenses of men
Local purchese of arms
d. $75,00C D-10 Payment & expenses Of men
e. $40,000 D-3 ' Advance to men - They to pur-
chase own food and supplies
— f. $50,000 D-Day Reserve

Financizal and riateriel support from other governments is still anticivpated,
but may now come in lesser degree since guarantees for U.S. support and
replacement of losses cannot be given. It is still hoped that an addi-
tional $50,000 from us, plus delivery cf materiel, will permit successful
mouniting of the operation. However, if funds are not available from other
sources, as much as $180,000 plus the cost of moving meteriel from inter-
mediate point to assembly area, may be required from us prior to D-Day.

3. + is recommended that the expenditure of an additional $200,000
be anticipated and provided for in order to insure the successful mounting
of this operation. Financial aid from other sources can materially reduce
this reguirement, but such aid cannot be counted upon at this time. All
expenditures will be reimbursable upon successful cormpletion of the T
operation.

}. SEEKFORD, who is meeting with Rufus this week, and later with
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K at our base, will have new informetion regarding amounts that may
be expected from other sources.

5. K requests authority to send L 2 to Rufus via SEEKFORD,
in order to maintain status quo.
