The inha.bitants of Dainiai have been forced to Join the kolkhoz Artojas. At -the beginning
- of 1951, work was begun in dismantling farmhoused in Dainlal for the purpose of recon-

structing them in the center of the kolkhoz, As most of the houses were old, the timber
fell apart during the process and it was not possible to rebuild the houses, The lumber
was finally used as firewood. When dismantling the houges proved unsuccessful, houses
were moved to the kolkhoz center on special platforms drawn by six tractors. However, at
the. end of March 1951 when the\weather became wa.rmer,, houses were not moved further and
meny remained along the roads

From his 60 ares of land the kolkhoznik must make the following deliveries to the State. :
15 centners of potatoes, 60 egzs per chicken, 12 kilograms of butter, and 1 centner of
meat per cow (sie). There is also & head tax of 70 rubles for each person over 16 or 18
years old.

In 1951 pricea in Jurbarkas were as followss Bread cost two rubles per kilogram. It was
‘very difficult to obtain, and people stood in lines of at least 100 people from the early
hours of the moraing, The Russians,on the other hand, received bread at the same time as
they received their salaries, DButter was 14 - 15 mbles per kilogram (in winter 25 - 27
rubles), XEggs cost 40 - 50 kopeks each. The price of cabbages fell progressively from
3 rubles to balf a ruble to such an extent that in 1950 farmers were no longer bringing
them to market as their sale was unprofitable, Chickenscost .10 - 17 rubles.’ These are:
bought only by Bussian women., Flour was 10 rubles per kilogram; rye 150-200 rubles per
ewt but by 1951 was practically impossible to buy; sugar was a rarity and could only be
obtained through acquaintances among store clerks, The price was 12 rubles per kilogram.
Potatoes were 30 ~ 40 rubles per cwt, There is no .shortage of salt, matches, or kerosene,

© but when the war in Korea broke out the people nevertheless began to store these commod-

ities. The State store in Jurbarkas had.its sign in both I-ithua.nian and Russian language; .

most of its employees were Lithuanian.,  There was no great shortage of food in the villages,

bjlt there was in the town itself, Some of the townspeople endeavored to keep pigs and fed
them with mushrooms or greenstuffs, The fishermen have been organized collectively and

fish for the State. A large amount of fish is caught in the river Nemunas with floating

nets,, a form of fishing which was previously prohibited,

There is a saw mill and charcoal factory (?) opera.ting in Jurbarkas, and nothing is known
of any other form of industry., Just below Jurbarkas in Ealenai there is-a river port and
ship repair workshops.

Some of the population listen to_foreign broadcasts, but when doing so they na mally cover
their sets with blankets in order that the progrems should not be heard outside of the room.

In 1946 - 1947 a mass of beggars from Bussia s malnly youths, flooded Lithuanis and spread
as' far as Kaliningrad., The government organs eventiially began to réund them up and return
them to Russia. At the present time they are no longer to be seen. The area near Rusne in
the Klaipeéda district is very sparsely populated. It is being colonized by Lithuanians from
