On 25 December in Lahore, a bomb placed at the Delhi Gate Market exploded,

injuring 32 persons, according to press reports. No one claimed responsibility |

On 25 December in Hyderabad, a bomb placed on a bus exploded, injuring six

On 12 November in Koronadal, militants fired on several wooden huts, killing five
fersonsi according to press reports. The Abu Sayyaf Group is probably responsible.
