Adam Malik, anti-Communist politi-
cal adviser to the army generals, seems v
to be emerging as the closest thing there
is to an active political rival to Su-
karno.

A US Embassy officer who talked
with him earlier this week was impressed
with Malik's apparent determination to
play a major role in changing Indonesia's
domestic and foreign policies. Malik
conceded that the power struggle is
presently stalemated but declared em-
phatically that the situation cannot re-
turn to what it was before 30 September.

Malik said he recognized some of the
reasons for the army's hesitation but
that, even so, General Nasution is "by
nature inclined to wait too much." Malik
declared that he intends to continue
pressing very hard for decisive army ac-
tion. ‘

Pressures are growing among some
elements in the government for a move
to prolong the military regime, which
is now scheduled to come to an end af-
ter elections next March. Some of this
pressure results from the poor prospects
of the regime's presidential candidate,
another colonel, of matching the popu-
lar strength of the non-Communist oppo-
sition. '

Though the government has scored
important recent successes against the
long-standing guerrilla campaign, ter-
rorist threats are still unsettling.

The Communists, for their part, seem in-
tent on pushing the authorities toward
indiscriminate repressive measures in
the belief that this will improve the
revolutionary climate,
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
