b. A Syrian army force attacked
army headquarters, Radio Damascus,
and other government buildings, which
were defended by other army forces,
The radio went off the air about noon
after declaring a curfiew.

General Hafiz éasserts that the mutiny
has been crushed. '

A, Laos Souvanna's office announced today the Pathet
Lao had launched a "general attack" against neutral-
ist positions in the Plaine des Jarres utilizing
North Vietnamese troops. If true, this might be an
effort to deny use of the neutralist-held airstrip.
In recent weeks, there have been a number of vague
indications that the Communists could be building
up to something, but so far we have no official con-
firmation that this announcement is not yet another
false alarm.
