- Before the
declaration, the Peronist government was
reluctant to move forcefully against the
leftists because of their nominal Peronist
allegiance. '

Mario Firmenich, leader of the Montonero guer-
rilla organization, called for armed struggle against ..
the government at a press conference Friday, which
was held in secret. 8Six small labor and student
groups joined Firmenich in the decision to go under-
ground. . :

Firmenich claimed that the government's "repres-
sion" had forced the Montoneros to return to. their. =
earlier strategy of armed resistance. He acknowl-
edged a personal role in the killing of former pres-
ident Aramburu in May 1970 and added that the Monto-
neros were responsible for several recent killings,
kidnapings, and bombings, which he said were carried
out to signal the opening of the "popular resistance"
~campaign.

After the formal break by the Montoneros, Pres-
ident Maria Estela Peron met with the interior minis-.
ter and military service commanders to lay plans for
dealing with the guerrillas. The armed forces seem
ready to take a stronger hand in the battle against
terrorism. A special counterinsurgency group was
