9. DOLLYANN is sure that by contactin;; Nazi circles in Innsbruck,
particularly the group around the famous HOFSR, ex-Gauleiter of
Bolzanos he can pick up old Nazi connections who would be disposed
to sell these arms. As DOLLYAN is about the only person left of
the ]her Nazi circles he - is the only one who could . probably • con-
tact these people and tal".0. with them. • JtULLOAagreed to send DOLLMANN
on this trip, and same discussion as to—the advisability of BMA::
going with him, but DOLLMANN believes that Innsbruck is boo small,
and DOLLMANN tbo well known to be seen in .a Swiss car, etc. DOLL-
MANN will leave alone, and telegraph forVIW4hen he has made the
contacts. I will keep out of the picture entirely.

.10. DOLLMANN it convinced that he may ::et on to traces of a part
of the personal belongings of FITLER sent into this region in 1945,
and never recovered, and:Bill .a:,,has afTeed to slip this in with the
arms and get it out and away from Italian control.

11. DOLMANN made a first-class impression on'BULLO. and I was
. surprised to see how well he dealt with the situation, how lo7ically
his mind worked, and how he quickly ex all around the subject, and
itt various ramifications, etc. I suddenly saw him as he must have
been in the days of his service in Rome-.-a first-class man, not as I

' so often see here at someone who lives in fear, who is never at his
ease with me because I know too much nbout him, etc. Somehow, he
creates himself a certain barrier, as he feels with me he is not on
an equal footing- 7 ror,he is too conscious of the conqueror and the
conquered. With bkIILLO, he felt quite differently, and the result was
that I saw another DOLIXANN, or rather the DOLLYAM!'or another time.

14. Be then said DOLLMANN.had spoken about our plans for Innsbruck,
etc., but that he wanted to tell me that DOLLMANN was absolutely
without funds and we should have to •.ive him the necessary funds.
He said that he administered all the funds from DOLLMANN's book,
giving him only enough for his livinr each month, as DOLLMAN had
absolutely no money sense, and would spend everythinrr he had in
one day, and he wanted to warn me about letting DOLthANN have too
much money, as it would only mo for nothinr, at all if he had too
much.

15. Actually DOLLMANN was several months behind with his room rent
and his pension in Lusano, and ;Don 	 BARJAVESOm.± was waiting for
a check for two hundred thousand lire for DOLLFANN to pay this off,
and he felt DOLLMAIITeould not go Off if this were not paid. It
seems that DOLLMANN . had written a report on his connections with our
service in Rome,_and,later in Frankfort, which had been in the hands
of ;LANFBANOHIJA-BA130,-, titg,) who had not been able to publish
it. Abobt tWO Weeka beforiALANFRANCIttAad come to Lugano,. picked
up DOLLMANN in t1iAar and taken hin to lunch to Cassarate to the .

Up to date the check had
not come, but BA$BAVESCHI:had confirmed the story with*BENOLT:I
DARBAV4SCHI; said he found the whole story very strane, as he dould
not see for what reason4S2NO.LIshould be willing to pay this sum for
manuscript of this story. I asked if DOLMANT: had asked the Ameri-
cans if he could toll his part of his story, and BA:MAIP2SCHI:)taid
DOLLMANN had told him in Prankfert they had #ven -am permission to
write anything he wished.

33. We•called DOLLMANN who came up and he a.-.reed to get off on
Monday or Tuesday for Innsbruck, and as soon as things are started
to send a wire asking for BULLO to come, so he can be presented asthe purchaser_of thisjtaterial. DOLLMAYZ will be in contact with

(NOTE:SOurdt tells us that when DOLWANN left Irrankfort
in l94.B he went into Austria black andwas picked up by
the French'. DOLLMAjNinsisted on talking with an American

.official and was finally allowed to sneak with someone named
8BLI!1 •Whom DOLLMAND believed to be a di:: officer. Eventually

Was able to have DOLLUANN released from French custody
and DOLLY:ANN was able to return to Italy. DOLLMANN had re-
marked that in his opinion,'BELTZwas extremely well informed
and Was concerned that the anger existed that BELL might hear
of his being in Innsbruck.)
