3. SITUATION:

a. Since the inception of Sorest occupation in 1945, the U.S.S.R. has
been able to establieh effective controls Over the pOpulation - of last Germany
and East Berlin thrmigh iti own tilts:* forces And - teduritly Police, and
through the instrumentalities Of its lett German protegee. The lives Of the
residents of the Soviet Zeno have teen-syetematicallY régi:Sated bit the
purposes of politics], indoctrination and reilliteritatiOn and-the'446nomr.

to the SoTlet bloc. There	 every indication that the -Ultimate Soviet aim
is to gain political and :strategic control of all Germs,.

b. Deopite Satiet-sponeored indttrination efforts and repressive
tames a substantial amount of popular dissatisfaction with the Cmitnist
regime :dots throughout lent aers:v . and lett Berlin, and there retina a
considerable red:stance potential. So - long, however is Soviet itilitsiry
forces remain in lett Gettany IA strength and the Soviet Union raft:Sea to agree
to the political reunification of Germany there will be few practical Preepects
for stirring East German liberation from Comeandst control without resert
to military action. On the other hand, it is eseentiel frau the U. S. 'tend-

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minimize its strategic economic, military, and political contribution to
the Soviet bloc.

c. In view of present U.S. policies against the use of aggressive
military action to reduce Soviet power, and in the light of the probably
indefinite continuation of Soviet control in East Germany, the U.S. faces
the difficult task of sustaining, increasing, and exploiting East German
popular resistance over a relatively long period of time, pending some
decisive shift in the balance of power in favor of the non-Communist Western
nations. The U.S., through CIA, mist exert every possible effort to
discredit the Soviet Union and the East German Connunist regime in the eyes
of the East German people, strengthen popular East, German support for U.S.
European integration policies, demonstrate that the last Germans have not
been forgotten or abandoned by the West, and persuade them that they have
the power to alleviate their condition to some extent through their own current
resistance actions.

d. The Fighting League Against Inhurasnity (Kaipfgruppe gegen Unmenschlish-
keit) (KgU), which has been subsidized and guided by CIA since its inception
in 1949, was originally conceived for the purpose of exposing t the residents
of both East and West Germany the conditions eilatent in prisoner-of-war and
concentration camps in the Soviet Zone. A secondary purpose was to proiride
a source of useful information concerning the psychological situation within
East Germany. Since 1949 the KgU has increased in size from a small group
to approximately 75 West Berlin headquarters employees and approximately
80 covert Soviet Zone contacts. A West German Office of the KgU, located
at Hanover, is staffed by 4 employees. During an average month the KgU
distributes propaganda material ranging from several hisdred thousand items
to over two zillion items. This distribition is accomplished by balloon
operations and by extensive mailing from within East Germany'and from the
Federal Republic into East Germany. The KgU, under CIA guidance,  conducts
adndnistrative harassment operations inSeA.ovietaksed lergely_on

its last Getman covert informants and on mall
------ Cercepts. These operations, frequently involving the production and

carefully targeted distribution of falsified administrative instructions, have
resulted in the disruption of certain East German governmental and Communist
Party activities, causing the expense of East GAM= Government time, energy,
and money. During an average month the KgU debriefs approximately 20 members
of the People l s Police and 25 visitors of interest to the KgU t s office for
East German State Security matters; interviews and assists 1,500 visitors to
its avert West Berlin headquarters; processes 1,000 search service cases for
persona missing in the Soviet Zone; and interviews 35 Visitors to its covert
office, from which potential covert workers are chosen. Also, the KgU turns
over an average of approximately 200 intelligence reports to the Berlin Base
intelligence section every month. The West German office of the KgU organizes
activities of a speakers team of six to eight persons. The speakers team
participates in public tallies, film showings, lecture programs and similar
activities. In an average month 60 to 90 such meetings are held, attended by
a total of from 3,500 to 10,000 persons.
