3. FROM READING THIS CORRESPONDENCE YOU WILL NOTE THAT THE MAJOR
DTLINEN PROBLEM TO BE RESOLVED IS THE BERLIN STATES ATTORNEY Q S INVESTIG-
ATION OF VARIOUS CHARGES LODGED AGAINST THE ORGANIZATION AND C

,AD IT Is OUR VIEW THAT ALTHOUGH FROMLA STRICTLY LEGAL POINT-OF-VIEW
SONc. OF THESE CHARGES MIGHT BE SUSTAINED, THE DISPOSITION OF THE INVESTIG-
ATION is AT PRESENT BASICALLY A POLITICAL RATHER THAN LEGAL MATTER. THAT
IS, WE THINK THAT A POLITICAL RATHER THAN A LEGAL DECISION IBY APPROPRIATE
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WEST BERLIN AND FEDREP GOVERNMENT OFFICIALS IS NEEDED TO RESOLVE THE
ENTIRE DTLINEN DILEMMA ONCE AND FOR ALL. THIS DERIVES FROM THE FACT THAT
IF THE CASE AGAINSTEVER CAME TO COURT IT WOULD UNDOUBT—
EDLY RECEIVE HEAVY 6LILITY IN BOTH THE WEST AND EAST GERMAN PRESS. AND
IT IS OUR CONSIDERED OPINION THAT THIS PUBLICITY WOULD NOT ONLY BE EMBAR-
RASSING TO ODYOKE, BUT PROBABLY EQUALLY SO TO THE WEST BERLIN/FEDREP
GOVERNMENTS. BE THAT AS IT MAY, WE FEEL THAT OUR BEST BET IS TO INDUCE
THE GERMANS TO MAKE A POLITICAL DECISION TO SOMEHOW QUASH THE CASE, AND
OUR DISCUSSIONS WITH APPROPRIATE GERMAN OFFICIALS WILL BE CONDUCTED WITHIN
THAT CONTEXT.
