Kikodse reportedly maintains relations with the Georgian
Committee and also with the .wiss Rcd cross. she is suspected
of belonging to a Soviet espionage ring made up of displaced
persons. In 1943 she was in , perlin, working at the Ostiministeriam,
and in 1944 she went to live in salzburg, Austria. About the
beginning of 1947 she arrived in runich, Cernany, where She
established contact with the ouiet f:epatriation Committee. She
registered as a student at the U.Y.R.R.A. University in Munich
in spite of the fact that she already had several diplomas
obtained through her studies in Russia.
