DURCANSKY sumted up the result of his present political acti-

One example : It is a well-known
fact. that General DASTICH was sent to Europe with the special
ta4Kof knocking the ground from under, my feet by making ne a
war Criminal. In spite of this I found my way one and a ha]!
years ago to the American military authorities in Germany with
no difficulty. I had myself announced to an Anerican Colonel,
and though it was almost 6 o'clock in the evening, he received
me immediately. Be looked at my visit card, then at mex and
during the following three quarters of an hour he asked'ale
about four times . : You are Pr. Durcansky? Yes, I replied,
surprised by the question.i Be could not get over the fact.
He laughed heartily.; They 	 painted you well here. A war
criminal. And he langhed again. We spoke on the heartiest
terms about the Slovak problems. about my-plan for the future,
and we parted almost two hours later on friendly terms.".

According to a statement by Anton MALT, who accompanied DUR-
CANSO, the latter received an invitation to a University ca-
thedra-in Germany. Prior to this he must however pay visits
to London and Paris within the next few weeks, where he has •
been invited and where he will have talks with political cir-
cles. After these visits he will go to Bonn, to which he. has
likewise been invited, and he will then remains permanently in

.Germany. He is to visit Austria again at the beginning of July
1952.
