6., Headquarters Comment: None of the above is substantially new
or precisely accurate information out fills in and perhaps cl¥srifies
certain points concetning HASS activity already revealsd in g~ A'and -
earlier traffic, It is interesting to note that in the past year EDER,
HOETTL, and HASS have independently approzched or attemrted t¢ approach
Soviet intelligence authorities, underlining the basically opportunistiec
and rudderless behavior of thess ex-Abwehr and SD personalities. The
multiple "burning" of the entire group and their harassment by a grow-
ing number of weatern services redices their status to that of CE prob-
lems and targets from their previous position as operational collabora-
tors.
