(8ummery) Bonn--In an open letter addressed to West German ‘industrialists,
the Gerrman Industry Imstitute stroagly attacks Economics Minister Erhard's
econowic volicy, stating that West German indusiry has tried for more

than a year to irduce Frhard to revise this policy basically. Cerl
Beumann, vice president of the Focderation of West German Industry
Associations and president of .the l/est German Textile Industry Association,
poings cut thet a continuation of Erhard's policy will ceuse cocsiderable
damage to some important industiial groups.

Since the political integrstion of Burope has oeen suspended for an
indefinite period, the Economice Ministry must prevent the cconrmic
integration provisions fron damaging West German industry over en
extended interim period. It is an unsound economic policy, the
institute points out, to accept imports st dumping prices Just for
the sake of boosting exports. Neumenn finally rejected Erhard's
appeal to industry to cut its prices generally end notes thet this
appeal vill particulerly incresse the population's reluctance to buy
produets of those industries whose prices ere influenced by very stiff
competition. .
