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German Spy
Enters Secret Session
KARLSRUHE, Germany,

July 10 (UPI)—The prose-
cution caled on West Ger-
man Secret Service agents
today to tell of their alleged
betrayal to the Russians by
two former colleagues on
trial for high treason.

The West German
Supreme Court went into
closed, session to hear testi-
mony by representatives of
Lieut. Gen. Reinhard Geh-
len's Federal Intelligence
Agency (FIA) known city as
"Herr X," "Herr Y" or
"Fau Z."

The defendants in the trial
are Heinz Felfe, 45, former
assistant chief of FIA coun-
ter-espionage; Hans Clem-
ens, 61, another former FIA
official; and Erwin Tiebel,
60, a Cologne lawyer. All
are former Nazis who said
they received their espionage
training in Hitler's security
service.

They have admitted re-
ceiving $45,000 from the
Russians for documents ex-

Felfe a n d Clemens have
testified passing the follow-
ing information to Soviet
agents, sometimes using Tie-
bel as courier:

• Photographs of FIA
documents taken by mini-
ature camera inside the
heavily armed FIA head-
quarters near Munich.

• The cover names and
real names of West German
agents working in commu-
nist territory.

• Copies of the FIA's own
weekly report of its activi-
ties.

The defendants said they
used baby food cans and
suitcases with hidden com-
partments to give the infor-
mation to Russian agents in
meetings arranged by pass-
word.

The trial started Monday
and was expected to last into
next week. The maximum

•penalty is 15 years in prison
Or each defendant convictal•
on the charges.
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
