3. Agent wab born on 19 :arch 1908 at Laakirchen, Upper
Austria, where his father was a merchant (he died in 1950).
His mother is living at SchUrding. He married on 10 October
1936 at Wilhering, one boy and one daughter origin from such
marriage.

4. Agent went to school in Linz and passed his studies in
law and political science with doctor's degree at Vienna
University (Irobably in 1932). At that-time he was a member
of the Ghristian ,;ocial Student Association. It is not known
when he came in active contact with the :.azis, tut it is
believed that this occurred between 1932 and 1934.

5. His employment record shows the followin: data:
1932 practice with the District and Land Court in Linz;
1933 through 1938 assistant with lawyer rr.Josef ILAKEOLE, of
Linz; 1938 through 1945 Oberregierungsrat with the Upper
Austrian -azi uovernment (military service fro= 1941 tr,rough
1942 and from fall 1944 until the end of the war);
from 1948 economic and legal adviser with :otorenwerk UITTER-
BAUER at Laakirchen, free-lance-journalist, five month employ-
ment with H6TTL's Lambach office, VEST, and since 1952
with the morthly "Das Signal". Prior to March 1938 he was
also editor-in-chief of the illegal "Oesterreichischer
Beobachter".

6. During nazi timc he was G:uamtsleiter or t:.;ruhauptamts-
leiter with the Upper Austrian nazi authorities. Kis party
number has not been established. With the ordinary SS he held
the rank of an SS Hauptsturmfuehrer. For his nazi activity
he was turned over by British authorities on 24 January 1947
(after having been interned at Rimini and iolfsberg) to
Austrian authorities who kept him Under arrest until the end
of . August 1948, first at Klagenfurt, then at Ga....sten, and
finally at Linz. He was finally pardoned by the lustrian
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President on 14 August 1951. fle had previously been under
Gestapo arrest from the middle of August until the middle
of October 1944 at Wels. In Trieste he held allegedly close
contact with idishop Antonio SANTIN and Dr.Mario IVANCIC and
saved the Trieste harbor from destruction by the Germans.
