BIOGRAPHICAL DATA:	 cpg
BARBITAL is an energetic and intelligent young man

born and raised in JAROSLAW, Rland, where he lived with_hia_ •
parents, a sister and a brother it Ulioa Gorsohowakali6. his
father, Stanislaw RYGRLO'ibS4I, was killed in Poland by Ukrainian .
bandits in 1932. BARBITAL was arrested on the Hungarian border
by German authorities in the winter of 1939 and sent to Tarnopol,-
where he was held about three or four months, and then transferred
to Auschwitz Concentration Camp. He wee one of the first .
arrivals at this camp, and was held here until March 1943, when
he was sent to FlossenbUrg. Here he was held until July 1943, when
he was transferred to Dachau, where he was freed on 29 April IVO'
by the Americans.

, It was in ' Flossenburg Concentration Camp (neartden on
the Czeoh border) that Abbeytele first met BARB TAL. From is time
on the two became very close friends. ABBETFZE relates one
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incident where BAXBITAI. volunteered for a punishment of 25 lashes
of the whip in Dacuau wuich were intended for the former. These
lashings would probably have oost the life of ABBLULLE due to
his oontinued bad health and serious physical oondition.

Both were liberated from DA0MAU, and BARBITAL obtained living
quarters in Munioh with a privath family at Kaiserstr. 52, eeoond
floor, Where he lived for approximately three months, when he
moved to Unertlstr. 13, with Dr. KRAUSHOLL .f At approximately
this time, he obtained a clerical Job with UNRRA in the German

On 25 October 1946, BABBIT1 was brought to Salzburg

for disCussione with AMEETFELE and LO (21 concerning his willingness
to return to Poland on a mission on behalf of the Amerioans.
BARBITAL eagerlykooepted the auggestions,and plans were made

.for him return to his hane. in Jaroslaw via repatriation channels.'
Hs will be repatriated sometime within the next tell days, and
antieipates his departure from Angsburg . or Wildfeichen, Germany,
•ap the repatriation Polish Mission no longer exists in aunioh.
It is anticipated that BARBITAL will have completed hiniassion
and return approximately mid-December 1946.

Tentative plane for his return are the following:.	 ,
(a) To buy illegal passage On a Jewish refugee transport

leaving Poland for either Germany or Austria. These
transports usually originate in Cattowioz from where
they proceed through Czechoslavakia to Vienna -and then
to Linz.
