2. In a report dated 29 July 1954, a reliable source stated
that Subject was living in Stuttgart, Germany, at Stuttgart 13,
Neuhaeuserstrasse 4. Subject was described as 5 feet 10 inches
(176 cms.) tall, with blue eyes, and a scar on his upper lip. Subject's
wife, Ingeborg, was born Zd February 1917 in Troppau (Opava),
Czechoslovakia. They had three children, Eberhard (born 17 May 1941
in Breslau), Werner (born 2 June 1943 in Breslau) and Gisela (born 5
August 1945 in Jetzendorf /Obb. , West Germany).

3. In a second report, dated 21 January 1963, a reliable
source stated that Subject, employed by the Welt German Intelligence
Service (BND) as a courier, had been under investigation as a former
member of Einsatzkommando 9 (a special task detachment), and had
been accused of being involved in the wartime murder of some 11,000
