He alsc has an
1dea that after the war ends he might write a book of .memolirs
concerning his experlences and observations in America, relat-
ing among nther things the state of military unprevarecn:ss
whilch exlsted not only in the United States, but aleso 1un Can-
ada and Greet ESritein in 16378 and 1939, and in the United
States as late 2s 1940. Ee would also tell of the reception
he had in Germany on hlgs Teturrn there in 1942 when, as he
savs, he told the German authorities of America's huge war
preoarations and what could be exvected in the way of results.

Thls was accomplished, he

sald, under the gulse »f streamlining these services, and in P
the new organizatlon the control positlons hsve all been filled

with Nazis and Gestano. In the new intelligence organlzatinns

the established service branches such as Military Iatelligence,

etc., have become only suoplementary sub-divislons.
