Ha was pre-
viously technically interrogated 28Oetober, 1952 (see EGMA 01168, dated
29 October, 1952),  13 February, 175575 (see eZMA 0)(10, dated 14 February,
1955), 15 June, 1955 :see EGMA 16.-+!, dated 28 Juno, 1955), 15 November, 
1957 (see EGMA 30094, dated 25 November, 1957).
