In purswing this topic, it
became obvious that they felt we had not been truthful with
them as to the extent of our past and planned cooperation with
ZIPPER, , T A was aware that General Gehlen had met
former Colonel Trumsn Smith. Showing their awareness of the
friction between CIA and G-2, Messars. . Tand- K
stated that it wouldn't be 1ong before ZIPPER defects to G-2,
and that it was quite obvious that the Army was not only culti—
vating German militery but also German intelligence officials.
