and that ",,.it is the well considered opinion pf the unders
signed (Lt. JLiEGER) that UNDERBERG and his family have not
only been politically persecuted by the Nazis, but have beén
such active opponents of the Nozi regime that they have cone
tributed, vithin the linits of their pover, everything they
had to offer to bring about thc collapse of the Nozi regimes®

At the same time, Lt. JAEGER demanded investigation of
several members of the United States irmy end the arrest
and triel of numerous dustrianse The latter two points
will not be the subject of this report, although the fitness
of Ity JLEGER as an investigator will have to be challeonged,

Lt, JLEGERS$s reports, thich led to recpercussions,-did
not appear to be without prejudice. Thorefore, the Commanding
General of the 83rd Infantry Division charged the 430th CIC
Dejeactinont with reinvestigating the MMDERBERG family members
as to their activities and their claims of political persee
cutione This task was turned over to the undersigned, and
the results earc herevith subnitted in the form of shaiv

Aq Short History, Abwehr Man, .

Subject was born 10 Noverber 1891 in Germany, He ¢laims to have’
three brothers, all of them dvarfs only slightly over four feet tall,
The tension between Subject, vho is of normal appeerence, and his
threc brothers’ led to an endless scries of legal contests over % he
large family fortune, This vas carricd as high as the Germen
Syprere Court and has not yet been settled. These tridls, claims,
and counter claims have been a dominent factor in Subject's life,
UNNERBERG scrved in the first World War vith the intelligence
service and reached the rank of, First Lieutenant. .In 1930 Subject
roetired from business due to angina pectaris (heart disease), In
February 1940 he vas recalled to active service vith the German
Army, was declared fit for linmited service (Zone of Interior), and
began to serve with the Abrehr (counter-intelligence) of the
VI Carps, vhich was in Muenster, Vestfalen, at that time, He
vitnessed the preparations for the invasion of the Netherlands
and Belgium, He generallly ware civilian clothing. &t one time
Subject attended en intelligence school in Berlin, vhere he et
&dmiral CANIRIS.

‘On 27 April Subject was again released from the army and put on
an inactive status, He states that his release was due to a
rrevious court conviction to six months! imprisenment on 2 May 1939
for insult and slender (allegedly of a statc attorney)e

was a decided opponent of any war against these countrics (Holland

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The following will give some indication of the comic~-opers’
affairs these various litigations turned out to be.

. On 3 February 194li, in the Amtsgericht in Bad Ischl, Judge Dr.
Alfred NOLDIN was handling the case, "Axel von LEVETZOW vs, Hubers:
Gottfried UNDERBERG!"., Hilde von IEVETZOW, wife of the plaintiff, was
called as a witness. To the question of who had made the preliminary
negotiations with the defendant from the party of the plaintiff, the .
witness. answered, "Was heisst Vorverhandlungen?" (What means preliminary T
negotiations?). The judge then rebuked the witness for answering

questions with counter-nuestions, varticulerly in the manner in which

the witness asked, "Was heisst Vorverhandlungen?", since that is a
typically Jewish way of expressing one's self, It is ironical to note

that Mre. von LIVETZOW, a vicious Nazi of Prussian nobility, should be
accused of Jewish mannerisms. Because representatives of the plaintiff
objected on the grounds that the Jjudge was prejudiced, the court

ad journed to consider the objection.

F, Political Martyr?

Vhen the lessors of the a~artment concluded that they couldn't get
rid of UNBEPSZPG by court action they tried other means known to the
Third Reich - political denunciation. They eventually were able teo
find three instances in which UNDZRBIRG is alleged to have made dis-
respectful remarks about high-ranking Nazi personalities, including
HITLZR. In Janu~ry 1945 UIDZRBERG was errested because of these al-
legations but liberated by the arriving Allies. Was this denunciation
enough to make UNDERBERG a political martyr? A letter written by him
on 7 October 1944 to the Replacement Office of the Waffen SS, Replace-
ment Depot Danube XVII, 1s quoted:

7 October 194l

#Subject: Bnlistment of an Auxiliary Instructor of the Reichs Labor
Service into the Waffen Ss.

"1 herewith respectfully.ask whlch steps ehould be taken by a

Service for duty in the Waffen SS in the Spring of the year, Due to
hie excellent conduct 2s chief foreman, he received the assurance of

an official of the Waffen SS at thet time thot former assistant ine
structors of the Reichs Lehor Service sre scheduled for immediate entry
into » non-commissioned officers school, The persen in question has
been released from the Reichs Labor Service since 30 September,

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"Due to my long stending acqueintence with SS Obergruppenfuehrer
' Generaloberst of the Waffen SS Paul HAUSER, I am personally interested
that this excellent young man find appropriate employment with the
Waffen SS, and I would appreciate a prompt reply.

Subject received the reply, ‘n which he was asked for the name
and personal data, He replied on 12 October 1944

(Upper Danube),

"After his previous excellent performences in the Reich labor
Service end also in his previous activity, one may justly expect '
that the above mentioned chief foremen will bring honor upon himw

This is strange langusge for a convincal anti-Nazi. Subject's
only explanation is that he was g32d to help a brilliant young
man to get aheed in life, the latter knoving that he could call
upon UNDERBERG for a letter of recommendation in the.Viaffen SS,

Concerning Subject's last imprisonment, it should be noted
at that time the Linz prison began to fill up with Nazis of all
sorts end descriptions due to a mad wave of denunciations, decsertions,
etc.e The Reichsstatthalter of Upper Danube, EIGRUBER, threatened
Baldur von SCHIRACH vhen he appcared in the Gau during his flight
from Vienna, with immediate arrest as a traitor if he were ndt
out of the Gau within twelve hours, Von SCHIR.LCH repaired to
Gau Selzburg in a hurry, Facts such as this must be considered
before a man can be considered a political refugecs

G, The ¥ild Benunciations.

Vhen Subject returncd to St. Violfgeng after the American
occupation, he began a series of wild denunciations vhich were
eventually believed by Lt, JAEGER and formed the bases of arrestse
Ouly one of them is given here as an example, quoted from Lt,
JARGER's report,

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"Among other occasions, SAUTER was sta.nding in a group with
the notorious Gauleiter EIGRUBER at 13004 about 27 June 19115 in
the hall of the house Schvarzenbach Beoos"

This statement concerning the preSence of Gaulsiter BIGRUBER
is then made the basis for far rcaching accusations, The case
and contacts of Gauleiter EIGRUBER vwere madc thc object of a

minute study at this Hoedquarters in November 1945 (Sce Detailed - -

Interrogation on-"The EICRUBER Gang®, Ref, No, USDIC/DE3, dated
6 Decomber 1945, this Headquarters). It is a proven fact that
BIGRUBER hid in the mountains around Hinterstoder from about

15 May 1945 until his arrc¢st in the middle of August, Never in
all this time did he leave the mountainsi he positively did not
have sny meetings in St, Volfgeng, about 35 miles awey from his
hideout, 'UNDERBERG had been  seeing things; he still sticks to
the story, and Lt, JAEGER swalloved it hook, line and sinker,

UNDERBEERG is a German citizen with pathologicel ability
to get hlmself involved in law suits. He was a member of the
Abwelir for at least three months. He has egain and again
bragged ebout his conncetions twith highest Nazi and Reieh
authorities. His "political"arrests are, upon close exzmination,
solely an outgrowth of his continuous querrels with his fellow
citizens, He therefore ¢annot be called a vietim of political
persecutions It has further to be considered that until the
end two of his children verc in Reich's.positions for vhich
close serutiny of their character reliability in the Nazi sensae
ves mandatory (See below). Considering the Nozi principles of
Slppenveantworthchkelt (elan responsibility) these positions
could not have been held by them if their father vwas knom
as an avored and fighting enemy of Naz ism, .

During the
winter 1938/1939 Subject studied at the Technische Hoshschule
in Berlin and operated a Rcichsbetricbstetion (Abwehr radio
station) in conncction with Captain SCHMOLINSKE, a known
Abvehr membor. :

Subjeet writes, "In the Fall of 1938, due to the politioal
situation, I wos supposed to receive a special mission in
connection with the Germon High Command and the Foreign Office,
‘The affair vos called of f, horever, because of the Munich
agreement,"

In August 1939 Subject wes called to service with the
German Jrmy High Commond in the department Lusland IV (later
Aysland III), On 4 November 1939 he was rcleased to the Foreign
Office for "spccial missions abroad essential for the var
effort®, Until 10 August 1941 Subject vas engaged in this
work, being employed in Lisbon, Portugal, most of the time,

A copy of a certificate from thc Forcign Office dated
Berlin 28 November 1942 confirms that Subject's work, vhich
oxtended over a period of more than ninctcen months, vas
"successful®,

On 21 Lugust 1941 Subject was drafted 1nto the infantry.
He apparcntly disliked this duty, for on 18 December 1941 he
vrote to Froge.Kapitaen (Ing.) und Ressortdircktor 1.V,
SC.HMOI.II\BKE The answer in gquoted in parts -

Subject became sick and spent scven months in various
hospitals, He then succecded in getting a transfer to the navy
and worked in the Nachrichtenmittclversuchskommando Kicl,
Funkversuchsstelle Pelzcrhaken (Communication Reseorsh Command,
Kiel; Experimentel Radio Station, Pelzerhaken), In &pril 1943
he vas ordered to the BEntvicklungsinstitut f. Nechrichtenmittel,
Konstanz (Institute for the Development of Means of Communication),
Nothing is known about these tvo institutions at this Headquarters,
except for the fact that their work vwas of a confidential nature,

In 4pril 1943 Subject was releasecd from the navy and
assigned- to the Institute for World Postal and Nevs Services
at the University in Heidelberg. In a letter dated 27 October

194) he desceribes the assignment as follows:

YBascd on a special order of the Fuchrer for the planned
mobilization of all forces into the total war effort for victory,-
I vas discharged from the armed forces, deferred vith highest
priority, and assigned to the Institute for World Postal and
Nevs Services, special institute of Heidelberg University, as
a physicist and scientific collaborator in order to be able
to devotc myself exclusively and tholly to my scientific tagks
and research."

Among other things, Subject studied atomic energy ond rrites
in o letter deted 17 September 1943, addressed to a former: '
teacher: M"The experlmental Kernphysik (nuclear physies and
atomic tesearch)‘which I pursue vith special interest is taught
by Frof. V, BOTHE, Dr, GENINER, Dr. MiIR-IEIBNITZ, so that I am
in the happy position to get my knovledge in this field from
masters of this art, first hand so to speak."

In October 1943 Subject became ill with stamach ulcers and
Joined his family in St. Wolfgang, Upper sAustria. His hcalth
deterlorated, and he also began to show signs of schizophrenia,
vhich necessitated temporary confirnczmz® 1o an insenc asylum in

194k,
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Until the end of the war Subject retained the possession of
his short wave receciver, vhich indicates he nwust have had the conw
fidence of very high autkorities; and he romained a member in
good stonding of the German Redio amatour league (Presidents
SS Obergruppenfuchrer and General of the Siaffen SS SACHS),

He carefully signed all his correspondencc tith "Heil HITIER",
and vhen a Gestapo cmployecc scarched the house he threatened
to write a spccial rcpart to K.LTENBRUNNER

B, DBigeraphyi JALFEGER Version.

The biography of UNDERBERG, Jr., as given by Lt., JAEGER is
added in full for comparison,.

"(2) Underbgra, Jri & brillient student of physical science,
he graduated at the age of 16 from college in Bonn already then
considered a genius in clectrotechnical rescarch, At the age of
16 he was sent over by the International Shortwave amateur Ieague to
the States, studied there for some mohthss In Germany at beginning
war immediately deferred from active scrvice, and assigned as
radio shortwave expert to the German Iegation in Lisbon, Portugals
After a year and a half in Lisbon he returned to Germany disgusted
with the German Gestapo polities in Portugal and forced his dismissal
from this c¢ivil scrvice. S punishment immediately thrown into
an infentry unit at the Russian front, he took sick spent 7 months
in a military hospital., German scientists again dug him out of the
arry and put him to work on spccial assignments in shortwave rescarch
and later atomig resgarch. He perticipated in the development of
the cyclotron in Germany and becare at the age of 24 a leading
expert on atomic cnergy. when assigned to the &témic Bomb project,
.he inrediately bocked out and vent through a serics of Gestapo
attempts to threaten him back into continucd work on the project,
His fragilc highstrung rentality suffercd and inherited schizophrenc
tendencics made him patient of a mental hospital, Cut of the hospi-

tal he voluntccred for the Navy, but got courtmartialed there in shortd

ordor to antiensazi attitude, - certificate from the mental hospital
to the effcct that he was through emotional disturbances at times
mentally out of order saved hime™ '

C, Gonglusion,

Subject was a member of the sbuehr for meny yeers, He vaes
charged mith top sccret missions for the Third Reich. He is in a
highly erresteble category and a deteiled interrogation might
~reveal war criminal material.
