2. I stated to him that we had no great problems to bring up at
the precent moment, and that our various intelligence and security
arrangements were proceeding as well as could be expected although some-
times the pace seemed to be rather slow. He pointed out that the Nazi
period had left the impressions of a police state on.the minds of many
and that there was c reat opposition on the part principally of Journal-
ists and industrialists to anything that smacked ol' spying upon the
citizen or subjecting him to investiiations. This journalistic opposi-
tion, difficulties with the Economics Ministry, and Bundestag opposition
centered around ‘Bucerius accounted for the delay in implementing some
of the pro_ rams in which we were interested. Progress was being made
but the slow rate was, he hored, understandable.

3. CAUSA explained at some length arrangements that had been made
under the auspicec &f the Bundeskanzleramt to insure the passage ot the
military service law before the summer dissolution ol the Bundestag.
This conversation has been reported in a positive intelligence report.

4. CAUSA stated that Soviet Ambassador Zorin had an appointment
with Chancellor Adenauer at 1615, We speculated as to what might be
the reason for the appuintment. CAUSA stated that he had a suspizion,
based on a conlidential report, that Zorin, who had called and stated
that he had an important message to pass to the Chancellor, was attempt-
ing, as CAUSA said, to "lay a cucvoo's ezgg in the nest" on the eve of
Adenauer's trip to the United States. This suspicion may be reinforced
