7. Other subjects covered during this training session were antenmes,
awiillary power sources, battery charging and seourity. The use of the
GN-58 hand geperator with the RS-1 and RS-6 redio sets was demonstrated.

In addition the contents of the six containers comprising his initial cache
igssue was discussed.

8. Overall Evaluation: Although we consider his performance thus far
as good we can only rate his overall proficiency as satisfactory. For this
reason we ask that he continus to receive the same amount of training per yeer
ag previous. We feel that this is required in order that GRREPAIR-15 reach the
proficiency level of other operational GRCROGND operators.
