The Division notes that the recent
replacement of Public Law 85-316 by House Joint Resolution
397 shiftim' the responsibility of immigration control from
State to the Immi gration and Naturalization Service, and
the requirement of a two-year parole period, will probably
slow down resettlement cases destined for the United States.
It also notes a recent areell ,ent with the Chief of the Aus-
tralian Internal Service which will permit the resettlement
of an uns pecified number of cases.

A. Current Objectives:

Project HARVARD, as currently conceived, supports CIA Germany and
more speCifically the Defector Program to which CIA is committed under
NSCID Number 13, in the rehabilitation and resettlement of defector and
'agent personnel. HARVARD'S services are also available to the other
agencies of the United States Intelligence Community as well as other
CIA area divisions when appropriate.

B. Changes,:

None contemplated.

C. Intelligence Production:

By its nature Project HARVARD does not provide an intelligence
product.

D. Effectiveness.:

The number of resettlements accomplished by HARVARD for each fiscal
year since 1953 is as follows:

E. Problems:

House Joint Resolution 397 has recently replaced Public Law 85-316
as the major vehicle for immigration to the United States. It passes
the responsibility of immigration control from the State Department to
the Immigration & Naturalization Service. Since a two year parole
feature has been included in the law and since the I&N Service may be
expected to scrutinize all applicants with great care some slow down
on resettlement cases destined for the United States may be anticipated.

F. Liaison:

A recent agreement with the Chief of the Australian Internal Service
implemented through his Cologne representative permits the resettlement
in Australia of an unspecified number of CIA sponsored cases by HARVARD,
subject to the prior approval of the Australian authorities.

G. Interagency Coordination:

The efficient conduct of HARVARD operations depends to a great extent
upon the close cooperation with United States consular and immigration
officials as well as representatives of United States private welfare
agencies.

H. Plans:

No basic change is expected in FY 1961 other than to key HARVARD'S
plans to an estimated 25% increase in defector cases.
